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CONSISTORY HIGHLIGHTS – July 28, 2009       
Extended Ministries Council – 
Reorganization meeting was held on June 28 – 
Shirley Keith Knox and Kathy Aumiller have 
agreed to co-chair this Council.  Participants at 
this meeting looked over the responsibilities 
and volunteered to share the activities. Ruth 
Wrightstone and Joan Quick (former co-
chairpersons) will serve as consultants.  
Property Committee – Bill Cashman reported 
that Don Coldren has submitted his resignation 
as Chair of this committee, at which time he 
has brought in his file and has agreed to meet 
with other members to share the scope of his 
responsibilities.  Called to Care – Rev. John 
reported that Martha Keith will be placing an 
article in the Epistle to recruit other members 
for this committee.Finance Audit Endowment 
Committee – The Committee met to review 
the Endowment Fund Policy dated 1/12/03. 
The review was to determine whether the 
recent bequeath of $200,000 should be applied 
to the Endowment Fund according to the rules 
of this fund.  The committee unanimously 
agreed that the terms did not indicate that this 
was the case, due to the way the bequeath 
was written in the will.  The decision was made 
to place $100,000 in a 6 month CD, $50,000 in 
a 3 month CD and the remaining in a money 
market account.  Bazaar Committee – there is 
a need for a Co-Chair to assist Jean Mogel 
during the day.  Pastor’s Report – Meetings 
were held regarding the search for a Christian 
Ed. Director and Youth Minister; VBS week of 
July 20th went well; Gay Pride Parade – 50 
people from St. Paul‟s participated, it was 
inspiring to be part of the event; 12 new 
members joined St. Paul‟s on July 26th.  New 
Business: Job Descriptions and proposed 
salaries for Director of Christian Ed and Youth 
Minister was reviewed and approved by 
Consistory; Increased pay for Substitute 
Ministers and Organists were presented and 
approved; increased fees for Weddings and 
Funerals were presented and approved; 
Handicapped Parking – Complaint was made 
that Day Care Parents were parking in 
Handicapped spaces.  It was decided that this 
issue would be brought up to MLC in hopes of 
a resolution.  Meeting was adjourned at 9:30 
pm. 

CONSISTORY HIGHLIGHTS – August 18, 
2009 – Treasurer’s Report – Change to 
Members 1st is complete and going well.   The 
$200,000 bequeath is now split up between 
CD‟s and a money market account.  Questions 
were brought up about the Endowment Fund 
that is sitting in Vanguard. The amount in this 
account is $92,697.  As is common with 
endowment funds we can only use the 
earnings.  The original amount of the 
Endowment was $90,000. Bill Cashman 
wondered if we should look into reinvesting as 
it doesn‟t appear we are earning a lot of 
interest.  Bill is going to investigate that 
possibility and if it looks like it could be more 
appropriately invested, he will make a 
recommendation to the finance committee to 
bring that to Consistory.  Stewardship 
Council – Kathy Williams reported that the 
Stewardship Gala at Allenberry is scheduled 
for October 23rd starting at 6 pm with Dinner at 
7 pm.  Invitations will be sent to the 
congregation in mid September.  Other 
committee actions include developing a 
timeline for the annual stewardship campaign. 
Christian Ed Council – Job Postings for both 
the Christian Ed Director and Youth Minister 
are now on St. Paul‟s Website with a separate 
email address that has been established for 
candidates „resumes and questions”.  Property 
Committee – Bill Cashman reported that Dave 
Scott is going to plan a reorganization meeting 
for this committee and hopefully solicit old and 
new members to attend.  Daycare Committee 
– Dennis Plymette has spoken to MLC about 
the handicapped parking restrictions.  MLC 
sent a letter to all parents to be returned 
signed, and has posted a notice of the parking 
guidelines.  Old Business: Don Wood is 
working on the development of policy/contract 
for use of church facilities.  Currently, he has 
already developed the liability contract, and will 
work on updating fees.  New Business:   
Outside door to Sanctuary was fixed.  It was 
noted that it is still difficult to open and you 
cannot get your key out of the door. Don Wood 
said that to fix it appropriately, there is a new 
piece needed that will cost $200.  It was 
decided to have this replaced. Meeting was 
adjourned at 8:15. The next regular meeting 
will be held on Tuesday September 15.

As the first half of the fiscal year approaches 
an update of the current financial status is in 
order.  Giving by our congregation continues to 
be very close to the budgeted amount for the 
year.  I thank each and every member for their 
conscientious effort to maintain their pledge 
amounts.  This certainly contributed to our 
ability to meet our weekly and monthly 
expenses.  As the summer months quickly 
approach I urge every member to continue 
their current pattern of committed giving. 
 
The special outpouring of benevolent giving 
above and beyond the individual obligations 
already pledged was readily evident.  The One 
Great Hour of Sharing receipts were over 
$1,300 and the special campaign for the cabin 
at Hartman Center raised more than $1,700, 
well over the initial $1,000 sought.  Your 
generosity will affect so many in the world and 
also provide better facilities for our youth 
campers. 
 
We are currently in the process of transferring 
our accounts from PNC Bank to the Members 
1st Federal Credit Union.  When this transfer is 
made membership with Members 1st will be 
open to any member of the congregation who 
is not a member of a credit union.  I urge 
anyone who is not a credit union member to 
take advantage of this opportunity. 
 
Your continuing commitment of pledges and 
gifts to the church is greatly appreciated and 
allows us as a congregation to run our physical 
plant, pay our salaried personnel in a timely 
manner, and continue the ongoing internal and 
outreach programs that we have so graciously 
adopted as part of our Christian mission. 
 
Remember to keep your commitments for 2009 
current and thank you for your continuing 
support to Saint Paul‟s.

    The Called to Care program plays a vital role 
in our congregation. It is administered entirely 
by laypersons, with the support and assistance 
of the pastor.  
   Some of the activities we do include but are 
not limited to:  Visit persons in nursing homes, 
hospitals or in their own homes; Visit those 
who are ill, grieving loss of loved ones, lonely, 
or for other reasons; provide transportation for 
medical appointments; Provide meals during a 
crisis period. We try to match persons on the 
team with another to make visits. Individuals 
are requested to do what they are able and feel 
comfortable doing. 
    The Called to Care team has decreased in 
size due to persons no longer able to serve for 
various reasons. Also, many of us who have 
been on the team for many years are aging 
and not physically able to continue all the 
activities we once were doing. For these 
reasons, we are seeking volunteers who are 
willing to complete the training and become 
part of the team.  
   The training includes strengthening skills in 
communication, crisis, attitude, dependency, 
healing, scripture, confidentially, prayer, 
problem solving and etc. If you are willing to 
consider the training you are still not obligated 
to become part of the team until it is completed 
and you are willing to do so. The training could 
start the beginning of October after the Bazaar 
and end before Thanksgiving, meeting weekly 
or over a weekend, depending on the wish of 
the group. 
   We on the team feel we are called to follow 
the way of Christ in caring for others and hope 
you are willing to help us become stronger and 
better able to fill the needs within St. Paul‟s 
congregation.
