FROM THE PASTOR 
 

The weather is getting warmer and 
daylight grows longer.  The grass is getting 
greener.  The stems of flowers are starting to 
poke up through the brown earth and some 
even have blooms on them.  Spring is here and 
we rejoice in the new life we see and what 
Spring promises is on the way from what had 
died and lay dormant all winter.     

 

We have certain reactions to all this 
stirring and growing.  We get itchy to spend 
more time outside.  We start to survey our 
yards and assess what we need to clean up 
from winter.  We also begin to dream about 
what new thing or things we might plant and 
grow.  Certainly there may be some dread 
about having to get the mower ready, but really 
all this new life or potentially new life can fill us 
with joy for what we are already witnessing and 
anticipation for what is to come.  New life can 
do that.  The present comes alive with 
possibilities. 

   
Holy Week and Easter fall during Spring 

in the northern latitudes.  That is not an 
accident.   Passover, which Jesus had come to 
celebrate in Jerusalem, was a Spring festival in 
Judaism.  It too celebrated new life, the new 
life the Hebrew people were offered as they left 
their slavery in Egypt.  The natural world plays 
a part in reminding us of what new life looks 
like, what it can offer.  We are right in allowing 
ourselves to be caught up in its wonder. 

   
The liturgical celebrations of Holy Week 

and Easter are also meant to remind us of the 
new life God offers us, not only eternally but 
right here and right now.   We cannot see and 
smell what is happening in the same way we 
can outside but we can participate in sharing a 
meal with each other as we remember the Last 

Supper; feel the darkness grow as we 
remember Jesus‟ betrayal, suffering and death; 
we wait until Sunday morning at which time we 
can rise with the sun and hear the wonderful 
words about Jesus‟ resurrection; we can sing 
the wonderful hymns celebrating Jesus 
showing us death does not have the final word; 
we can hear the beautiful music of the organ, 
the choir and the voices of children and adults 
whom we know and love; we can do all this so 
we can come to believe that new life is 
possible for all of us, even again this year if we 
should so choose.  

 

Will we allow ourselves to have similar 
reactions to the new life God is offering us as 
we do to the new life God has set in motion in 
the natural world?  Will we get itchy to spend 
more time with God and with others seeking to 
do God‟s work?  Will we start to survey our 
lives and assess what we need to attend to 
following this past “winter or season” of our 
lives?  Will we begin to dream about what new 
thing or things we might plant in or grow with 
our lives?  Even as we see some things we 
dread or fear, will we still push through 
because what this new life offers us is worth it?  
Will we allow ourselves to experience, get 
caught up in the new life God has resurrected 
each of us to embrace?   

 

In the same way Spring can bring joy 
into our lives and awaken us to the beauty and 
possibilities of the present moment all around 
us, the Easter promise us invites us to 
embrace the joy and awaken to the present 
moment of new life in each and every one of 
our lives, right here and right now.  Let us 
bloom like the flowers.  Let us live further into 
God‟s dream for each us and all of us together.  
Let us embrace our resurrections and truly 
celebrate Easter.

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CONSISTORY HIGHLIGHTS – March 16, 
2010 Treasurer’s Report – Dave Hall reported 
that we had a deficit in Feb and had to 
withdraw from the money market account to 
cover the expenses.  The church had a number 
of major expense items in the month including: 
snow removal, oil, electricity, music, in addition 
to the monthly payroll.  Stewardship Council 
– Rev. John reported that there will be a day-
long workshop “From Tippers to Tithers” that 
will be held at our church on April 25th. 
Extended Ministries – Shirley reported a 
meeting is scheduled for April 14th at 6 pm.  
National Prayer day was held.  Over 50 
personal care kits were donated to Mission 
Central and sent to Haiti.  Youth Ministries 
Council – Dick Bensel reported $280.00 was 
raised for Souper Bowl Sunday and the youth 
elected to have the money sent to Haiti.  The 
30 hour famine will be held this weekend with 
the Youth helping out a soup kitchen.  The 
Youth will also be helping with VBS, and two of 
our youth are applying to attend youth 
counselor training at Hartman Center.  
Property Committee – Bill Cashman 
distributed a report.  A meeting was held in 
February and reviewed a number of items that 
need to be addressed; network server, rubber 
roofing, overhang by the fellowship hall 
entrance, heating system, gutters, cleaning 
and painting church‟s interior, floor in 
fellowship hall, replace carpeting in the 
administrative assistant‟s office, pine and oak 
trees should be removed or trimmed.  A Spring 
Clean up Day is planned for late April or early 
May.  Daycare committee – Dennis Plymette 
reported that some changes were made and 
the contract was updated; i.e. rooms utilized, 
changed due to locations of items and an 
increase in the monthly rent.  The new contract 
was signed off by the Church and submitted to 
MLC for their signatures.   Pastor’s Report – 
Rev. John reported that the Ash Wednesday 
service went very well and he thanked folks for 
their participation.  We commissioned new 
Consistory and Called to Care Members.  
When called to care met, there was discussion 
about serving communion to shut ins and a 
number of folks from the group are willing to 
serve communion.  Training was provided and 
this service will start in the near future.  If any 

questions come up on this issue, they should 
be referred to Rev. John or Martha. The 
Mercersburg Ministerium met here in March.  
The Mechanicsburg Ministerium continues to 
meet and discuss shared issues.  Rev. John 
was at the Capital today to hear the vote to ban 
Marriage Equality.  He attended the PFLAG 
meeting last night with a good discussion about 
the Gay/Straight alliance at Mechanicsburg 
HS.  There was a speaker from Common 
Roads and the GLBT center in Central PA.  It 
is wonderful the number of prayer shawls that 
have been given to others.  FYI: we will not 
have Palm Crosses this year, as they are 
looking for someone to take this on.  Palms will 
be handed out on Palm Sunday.  We will be 
receiving new members on May 16th. Old 
Business – The Computer server issue was 
put on hold by the Property Committee due to 
other items needing immediate attention.  
Shirley Keith Knox and Dennis Plymette briefly 
reviewed the accessibility survey results.  The 
survey recommendations were considered 
immediate/low cost items and long term/high 
cost items. The group will prioritize each list of 
recommendations and share with the Property 
committee to review.  The Church Pictorial 
directory is in progress. New Business – Terry 
Shaner, the Church Administrative Assistant, 
has proposed an adjustment to her work 
schedule.  She will work a total of 63 hours 
every two weeks which is an adjustment of 7 
hours (taking every other Friday off). She will 
call in for messages on the Friday‟s she is off.  
This change will begin March 19.  Motion was 
made and approved for this change.  Rev. 
John asked for volunteer readers for the 
Maundy Thursday service.  It was suggested 
that we have a booth during Jubilee Day.  It 
was reported that participation in this event is 
very costly.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:30 
pm. Next regular meeting will be held on 
Tuesday, April 21, 2010 at 7:00 PM.

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TREASURER’S UPDATE 
 

This short recap presents the financial status of 
the congregation through February 28, 2010.  
We had receipts of $ 22,394.99 and expenses 
of $ 27,311.81 for the month creating a 
negative balance of $ 4,260.92.  This 
necessitated a $ 4,500 transfer from the Money 
Market Fund.  Coupled with a small balance of 
$ 655.90 from January, the current general 
fund balance as of the end of February is 
 $ 239.08. 
 
Once again February expenses for heating oil 
and snow removal were very expensive.  
Hopefully the heavy snow period is now in our 
past and as the days warm up heating costs 
should also decrease.  Special thanks are 
offered to those individuals who have reached 
deeper into their resources and made special 
donations to help cover these two expenses.  
 
To date we have now borrowed $16, 600 from 
the Money Market Fund.  Only through your 
timely fulfillment of pledged commitments can 
we hope to meet our upcoming budget 
obligations and begin to repay that loan to the 
Money Market account.  As always my sincere 
thanks is given to each and every one of you 
for your contributions to our many programs 
both within and beyond our ministry.
